Radio broadcast: A Magazine
A magazine type broadcast comprises of a variety of news or entertainment issues. The magazine can have a common theme e.g. or be a number of unrelated issues. What makes the broadcast a magazine is the linkage between the programmes. Think about your local radio stations which have a theme tune and often a jingle which are used to link the issues.

Example:

Theme music plays in the background all the time the volume is lowered when people are speaking.

Link 1: Presenter(s) welcomes listeners to the programme, 

explains what is on the programme today.

Feature 1 Vox Pop                          (recommended time 30 secs)

Link 2: You were listening to…………….and next on the programme is ….

Feature 2: Interview                    (recommended time 2 minute)

Link 3:This could be a floating activity e.g. local event.  

                                                    (Recommended time 1 minute)

Closing link over the theme tune

Presenter(s) close the programmer remind listeners what they heard today and talk about future programmes.

Use the radio broadcast template to script the show.
